I recommend using xbl.spamhaus.org together with sbl.spamhaus.org, as the SBL and XBL block different spam sources. To save you having to query two separate DNSBL zones there is a special combined "SBL+XBL" zone, 

sbl-xbl.spamhaus.org, which contains the complete SBL and XBL data (we recommend you use this combined zone), to use it, simply set your mail server's DNSBL check to query sbl-xbl.spamhaus.org only.

Testing your SBL Setup

Once you have set up your mail server to use sbl-xbl.spamhaus.org, you can test to see if the SBL blocking is working by sending an email to:

nelson-sbl-test@crynwr.com
(you must send the email from the mail server which you wish to test). 
The Crynwr system robot will answer you to tell you if your server is correctly blocking SBL-listed IPs or not.
