netdom query fsmo - Use this command to check which DC is holding which FSMO role
Forest Roles:
Schema Master     FOREST ROLE   ONE ROLE PER FOREST
Schema Master is responsible for all updates and modifications to the schema.
Domain Naming Master     FOREST ROLE   ONE ROLE PER FOREST
Domain Naming Master is responsible for adding & removing of Domains in the Forest.
Domain Roles
Infrastructure Master     DOMAIN ROLE   ONE ROLE PER DOMAIN
Infrastructure Maste is responsible for replicating changes that were made in the Domain to the rest of the DCs in the Forest
Important!

In a Forest environment with more than one Domain and more than one DC per Domain the Infrastructure Master Role should not be hosted on DC that is set as GC. The primary responsibility of Infrastructure Master Role is to replicate changes that were made in a particular Domain to the rest of the DCs in the Forest therefore the Infrastructure Master query the GC to see if any changes have been made and if so it replicates the changes to the rest of the DCs in the Forest. If the Infrastructure Master Role is hosted on a DC that is also a GC then all of the changes will be stored locally so therefore the Infrastructure Master will not notice any changes and will not replicate anything. However if you set all of your DCs in the Forest as GC than it does not matter on what DC the Infrastructure Master Role is hosted.
Global Catalog contains a partial replica of every Domain in the directory, replica of every object in the Active Directory, but with only a small number of their attributes and also contains schema and configuration partitions and lets users and applications find objects in Active Directory Domain Tree by given one or more attributes of the target object.
RID Master   DOMAIN ROLE   ONE ROLE PER DOMAIN
RID Master is responsible for processing RID pool requests from all domain controllers in a particular domain. 

PDC Emulator   DOMAIN ROLE   ONE ROLE PER DOMAIN
PDC Emulator is responsible for the following functions:
(1) Enterprise time synchronization.

(2) Password changes. 

(3) Account lockout.

(4) Editing or creating of Group Policy Objects.

(5) Authentication failures that occur at a given DC are forwarded to the PDC
     Emulator before a bad password failure message is reported to the user.       
(6) PDC Emulator performs all of the functionality that a Windows NT 4.0
      performs for legacy clients.  
Best Practice for FSMO Roles in a Forest environment with more than one Domain and more than one DC per Domain 
Forest Roles

For simpler management, the Schema Master & Domain Naming Master on one Domain Controller, which is set as GC.

Domain Roles

PDC Emulator and RID Master roles should be on the same machine because the PDC Emulator is a large consumer of RIDs. Infrastructure Master should not be placed on a GC so it can be on the same DC with the PDC Emulator and RID Master 

Exception 1: 

It's OK to put the Infrastructure Master on a GC if your Forest has only one domain. 

Exception 2: 

It's OK to put the Infrastructure Master on a GC if every DC in your Forest has the GC. 
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
